Overall objective:  Limit spread of oil at the source.

1. Respond to vessel.

2. Boom vessel off if on-scene conditions permit.

3. Contain and remove oil on water surface in vicinity of the vessel.


	

	10.  Site Specific Safety Considerations (include chemical hazards/PPE/physical hazards/avoidance/mitigation)

	
	Wear appropriate Personal Protective Equipment, proper PFD’s must be worn for all on water operations

Avoid Slips, Trips and Falls (watch for slippery deck surfaces, etc) – watch foot and hand placement.

Exercise care in coupling/uncoupling boom or working with lines to avoid hand injuries.

No work in small boats can occur without safety briefing, filing a “float plan”, and establishing clear command and control.

Cold water temperatures can accelerate the effects of Hypothermia

Maintain fluids on warm days (Heat Stress).

Refer to Site Safety Plan and Medical Plan or receive briefing from Safety Officer for other safety guidance.
